Use

Shows the end of a sentence. Also
used to show short form of long
words. For example, doctor’ can
be shortened to ‘Dr’ when we use
it as a title before a name.

Sometimes, we use a commma to
indicate a pause in the sentence.

We can also use a commma to
separate items when we are listing
out more than two items in a row.

We use a question mark at the
end of a question.

We use an exclamation mark at
the end of a word or a sentence to
indicate a strong feeling, such as
surprise, shock or anger.

We use an apostrophe followed
by an s to show that something
belongs to someone.

We also use an apostrophe to
indicate the shortened form of
some words in informal speech.

The words a’, an’™ and ‘the are
known as articles. Articles are
generally used before nouns.

An is used before words with a
vowel (a.e.1,0 1) sound

A is used before nouns with a
consonant {all other alphabets)
sound

The is used to refer to specific or
particular words

Conjunctions are words that join
two nouns, phrases or sentences.
Some common conjunctions are

‘and’. ‘or’ and ‘but’.

Prepositions connect one word
with another to show the relation
between them They usually
answer the guestions “Swhere’,
Swhen” and how'.

These words express strong
emotions, such as happiness,

surprise, anger or pain. They have
an exclamation mark at the end.
