Interrogative Pronouns and Adjectives
STUDY NOTE
Interrogative pronouns are question words that act as pronouns in questions. They are used to ask questions. These question words act as pronouns as they stand for nouns.
Interrogative pronouns are followed by a verb or a preposition.
Interrogative pronouns stand for nouns.
Interrogative adjectives are followed by a noun.
Interrogative adjectives modify nouns.
