• There are several places of worship for people belonging to all religions in Delhi. 

• Some of them are Gurudwara Bangla Sahib, Jama Masjid, Birla Mandir, Akshardham Temple, Lotus 
Temple and St James Church. 
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Climate

• Delhi has an extreme climate. It is very hot

in summer and very cold in winter.

• A hot, dry wind, called 'loo', blows during

the summer months.

• It rains during the monsoon months of July,

August and September.



Clothes
• People from all states of India live in Delhi. So you can see people wearing all kinds of clothes in 

Delhi. 

• Most men in Delhi wear trousers and shirts. Most women wear sari or salwar- kameez.
