STUDY NOTES

· Subject verb agreement simply means the subject and the verb must agree in number.
· A verb must agree with its subject.
· A singular noun takes a singular verb with it, a plural noun takes a plural verb with it.
· [image: ]A singular pronoun takes a singular verb with it, a plural pronoun takes a plural verb with it.
· With the pronoun you, we always use a plural verb.
· When there is one subject and more than one verb, the verbs throughout the sentence have to agree with the subject.
· We use a singular verb with units of distances, periods of time, sums of money, etc.
· We use singular verbs with collective nouns.
