A. Article indefini

French has three forms of the indefinite article corresponding to the English articles "a / an"
and "some".

They are Un, une and des.

Un is used with singular masculine nouns.

Un garcon, un train, un probléme, un président; un ami etc.

Une is used with singular feminine nouns

Une fille, une-dame, une voiture, une difficulté, une maison

Des is used with plural nouns, whatever gender they may be

Des garcons, des filles, des personnes, des choses, des difficultés, ‘etc.
B. Avoir Verb

Avoir is the French verb that means “to have”. But it has so much more than that going for
it!Avoir is by far the most frequently used auxiliary, or helping, verb in French compound
tenses, which include a conjugated form of avoir with the past participle of the primary verb

Conjugations of 'Avoir’

Below is the useful present-tense conjugation of avoir. For all the tenses, both simple and
compound, see avoir conjugations.
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Present tense

j'ai

tu as

ila

nous avons
vous avez
ils ont
Examples ---

In more formal French, there are many sound liaisons involved with the pronunciation of
avoir:

Nous avons > Nous Z-avons

Vous avez > Vous Z-avez

lis/Elles ont > IlIs Z-ont (silent t)

J'ai deux stylos. > | have two pens.

J'ai trois freres. > | have three brothers.
J'ai mal a la téte. > | have a headache.
J'ai une idée. > | have an idea.

lls ont de I'argent. > They have money.
